Admission

1. The admission process is completely online through NIOS website;

2. A dedicated dashboard will be generated upon registration by the
learner.

3. All academic activities from admission to certification are performed
through Learners dashboard.

4. The minimum age of the learners should be 07 years at the time of
admission. There will be no upper age limit. A document issued by
government to uploaded at the time of registration as a proof of birth.

5. Documents required to be uploaded at the time of admission:

a) Passport size latest (not older than 3 months) color photograph of the

b) A document as proof of birth
c) Proof of Identity

certificate, Passport, Social Security Card, State-issued driver's license/ID
card, ID card issued by one's employer, university, or school, any other valid
identity documents like Aadhaar, PAN, passport card, Medicare cards,
pension card, etc.)
6. A Valid Email of the learner is a pre-requisite for registration
7. Eligibility: At the time of admission to this course, the learner should
have a basic knowledge of the English language (should be able to read
and write).
8. Admission period —
a. Jan — March ( For Block —I)
b. July — September ( For Block — II)

9. NIOS will generate enrolment number after verification of the
eligibility criteria and documents.
